HEARTS PREMIER MEET - 5th OCTOBER


The above meet was held at Prestonpans pool where 2 swimmers represented the Club.  Our swimmers competed in 7 events, all at 200 metres, and  resulted in 12 PB’s.  


Claire Dow had 3 swims resulting in 5 PB’s.   On her 200m Back she did a PB at 100m split (1.22.71) and also at 200m with a time of 2.45.41 for 3rd (BRONZE) place.  On her 200m Front Crawl she did a small improvement at 2.29.20 and on her 200m Fly she PB’d again at 100m split (1.23.79) and finished in 1st (GOLD) place with a time of 2.55.61.  


Calum Watkins had 4 events and also did 7 PB’s.   On his 200m Back he did 37.20 at 50m split and 2.35.35 at 200m.  On the Breaststroke he did 41.27 at 50m and finished on 3.04.78.   On the 200m Fly he improved his time by 15 secs. with a time of 2.58.09 and on the 200m Free did a slight PB at 50m but 4 secs at the finish (2.19.52).
